House Subcommittee’s 2012 Budget Would End Most Amtrak Service

Yet an Appropriations subcommittee of the U.S. House of Representatives passed a
spending plan for fiscal 2012 (starting Oct. 1, 2011) that cuts Amtrak’s operating grant by 60%
and has no funding for the oversubscribed high-speed rail grant program. And, amazingly,
the bill would prohibit federal funds from covering the operation for short-distance trains, which
would end highly-patronized corridor services in 15 states: trains such as the Downeaster,
Cascades, Piedmonts, Capitols, Vermonter, Hiawatha and the lllinois and Michigan networks.

Now is the time for Americans to stand up and defend the vital travel choice Amtrak
provides to so many communities. We need your help!
